TEACHING ASSISTANT

Shine Project

Key Purpose:  To work, under the supervision of a specialist trained teacher, with children with specific learning difficulties, to increase their skills in literacy, numeracy, personal organisation and typing, also to help develop their self esteem.

Reports to: The Specialist Teacher and Project Officer
Key Activities:

1.  To work with the children either on a one to one basis or in very small groups supporting them while they work through planned activities to develop their reading, writing, spelling and arithmetic.

2.  To set up activities such as the typing or other software programmes and supervise children working on these.

3.  To support and supervise children in activities designed to increase their self esteem.  These include things like games, craft activities, and circle time.

4.  To assist with setting up the venue for the workshops and clearing away after a session.

Person Specification:

Ideally the person will have experience of supporting children with specific learning difficulties including dyslexia.  However, individuals with personal experience of dyslexia are also encouraged to apply and will receive free, accredited training to level 3.  
All applicants must be able to:

· empathise with children with these difficulties. 

· follow a specific learning plan designed by the specialist teacher. 

· be non judgemental in their dealings with the children and their parents. 

· read, spell and write to at least basic level and speak clearly
