BDA wants children to have the Right to Read

The British Dyslexia Association (BDA) and RNIB are asking children, parents and teachers to join together and lobby MPs for the Right to Read.   

On Wednesday 28 March, a children’s lobby will be held at Westminster to urge the Government to take responsibility and provide electronic versions of textbooks, for dyslexic children.    

Last November, RNIB published research "Where's my book?". The report found that dyslexic, blind and partially sighted children throughout the UK are losing out on their education.
Teachers are struggling to provide textbooks that pupils can read. With electronic versions, books can be printed in different font sizes or listened to on a computer. 

BDA Education Director Jennifer Owen Adams said: “We often hear stories from parents and children who don’t have access to books they can read.  All children should have the right to read and we hope the afternoon will be a huge success.”
