The Children Will Shine project is to run out of school workshops for children with dyslexia and other Specific Learning Difficulties. The workshops are run for 2 hours per week in termtime.  The aim of these workshops is to increase children’s literacy, numeracy and typing, through dyslexia specialist teaching, and their self esteem. Each workshop group is run as a collaborative project with our local dyslexia association.  The objective is to help at least 20 children per group, of whom half come from areas of deprivation. The pattern for these workshops has been set up and there is a Project Officer within the BDA staff who is developing the workshops in different parts of the country.
Job Description

Job Purpose:  To assess the learning needs of each child, create the lesson plans for the Teaching Assistants to follow, and to manage and supervise the sessions, teaching assistants and support the parents.
Key Activities: 

· To assess each child’s learning strengths and difficulties through attainment tests or other preferred methods.

· To plan a learning pathway for each child which can be followed by the Teaching Assistants who will work with the children either in pairs, or one to one.

· To supervise the support the Teaching Assistants are giving to the children.
· To ensure that the sessions are fit for purpose and that normal processes of working with children are complied with.

· To assist parents to work at home with their children.

· To take full responsibility in the management of the workshop including payments, registration and financial requirements.

· To take on any other responsibilities needed to complete the role. 

Person Specification

It is essential that the person appointed has trained as a specialist teacher in dyslexia for children up to age 16.  By preference, we would wish to employ someone who has AMBDA status and a current practising certificate.  They need to be passionate about helping children with dyslexia. They must be able to quickly develop rapport with children, parents and teaching assistants.
